	The value 16.5 should read 16.8

Starting with Excel 97, Microsoft optimized round-off errors and
SUM(B1:B3) – 460.4 yields 0 exactly 

	Page 43
	The INT function does not round but truncates. 
So INT(2.55) returns 2 not 3.

	Page 43
	ROUND(1.378,1) returns 1.4 not 1.3 

	Page 49 para (f)
	The formula should read =SUM(C6:C15) / COUNT(C6:C15)

	Pages 50-53 
	Every instance of /2*a must be replaced by /(2*a) since we wish to divide by the quantity 2a. What a foolish typo!

	The formula in Q2 should read =IF(N2="Base",(L2-Xa)/M2,0)

	The reference to =MINVERSE(A5:D7) should read =MINVERSE(A5:C7)
