As a member of the Recognition Committee at your school, you have been chosen to nominate a colleague for a professionalism award. The criterion for the award is based on the teacher’s commitment to best emulate the ideals/statements laid out in the NSTU Code of Ethics. The nomination can be based on one particular incident which stands out as bringing professionalism to a higher level or based on everyday practices which speak to integrity and competence to the commitments of the Code.

Nomination must not exceed 500 words in length. Be sure to substitute actual names with fictious names.
Rubric Criteria

Link these significant reason(s) critically and creatively to major ideas in NSTU Code of Ethics in ways that show depth and breadth of understanding about ethical commitments. One or two main conceptual ideas from the text that are deeply connected to the nomination and developed are better than naming many examples of commitments.

Write clearly and thoughtfully about this key idea in ways that show thoughtful understanding. Writing with a personal style that expresses first person narrative and develops specific points with solid use of examples, metaphor, description, free from grammatical errors, is better than impersonal, general, abstract, grammatically weak writing.
