Light: Light Sources
Outcomes:
Students will be expected to plan an investigation and communicate questions and ideas with others about light emitted from an object, it’s own or an external source (204-7, 207-1, 303-3)

Materials:
· Light sticks

· Watch with LED display

· Flashlights

· Book

· Paper

Procedure:
Engage – Break students into groups of 4 or 5 and discuss with them the term emit. Develop a working definition for it and have students record the definition in their science journals.
Explore – Give each student a light stick, watch with an LED, flashlight, book and paper (other materials can be added if desired.) Ask students in their groups of 4 or 5 to divide up the materials into groups that emit their own light, and objects that need light from an external source to be seen.
Explain – Have students explain their sorting results and discuss what results they found and why some things are said to emit light while others aren’t even though they might be bright.
Extend – Discuss with students what happened with the glow stick. Why did it not emit light at first, but then after it was cracked started emitting light. Ask students different ways things can emit light
Apply – Have students complete the Activity Sheet: Light Sources. (Copy in the lesson plan binder, other copy attached to the lesson)
