Sound: Sounds and Our Everyday Lives

Outcomes: 

Students will be expected to identify objects by the sound they make and describe examples of devices that enhance our ability to hear and collect sound data (106-1, 107-1, 303-9)

Materials:

· CD’s with various sounds

· Activity sheet

· CD Player/Computer

Procedure:

Engage – Students start listening to the CD.

Explore – students will try to identify the sounds on the CD.

Explain – Students will be asked why things sound differently and what qualities the sounds have.

Extend – Ask the class as a whole to list how sound helps in every day lives and describe devices to help us hear and collect sound data.

Apply – Fill out worksheet listening to the CD again.
