You can see that the frameset is set for 2 columns (25% & 75% of the screen).  Also, I have indicated that I want to be able to see a small border (border=2) around the frames.

Next I have to give each of the FRAMEs their own Names.  I called them “A” & “B” (But you can call them whatever you want).  Then, you have to create a homepage to go in each of the frames.  I created page1.html & page2.html.

Note:


You will no doubt want to create links in both of your frames.  You will find that the pages will open in whatever frame the link was in.  This may be an undesirable result.  You may want to set targets.

i.e. <a href=“http://www.puzzlemaker.com” target=“B”>Puzzle Maker</a>

***This will open up the page in Frame B.***

If you want it to open up in a whole new screen, set the target to be something the computer can not find:

i.e. <a href=“http://www.puzzlemaker.com” target=“b”>Puzzle Maker</a>
