You've found the perfect image for your Web activity on another person's Web page. Did you know you can save that image to your hard drive or diskette? (It's always a good idea to ask permission first and may be imperative in some cases.) With Netscape, it is easy to do. This lesson will show you how and link you to some online image libraries. 

    Save a Web Image

  1.Click the mouse down on the image with the right mouse button to see the menu. 

  2.Select Save this Image As... from the pop-up menu. 
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  3.When prompted, save the file with an appropriate name and location on your hard drive or diskette.
