You may have to learn, from end-users and managers, the business terminology, procedures, and problems associated with a system.

You may have to solicit, from end-users and managers, the objectives and requirements for a new and improved system.  You will also be asked to verify your understanding of business problems, objectives and requirements.

You may have to propose and defend technical solutions for business problems and requirements.

You may have to design various inputs, outputs, files, databases, programs, and manual procedures for a new system.  You may also have to develop working prototypes of a system or its components.

You may have to test, in cooperation with its end-users, a new system that has been developed.

You may have to train end-users and managers to use a new or unfamiliar computer based systems.

You may have to respond to normal day-to-day problems that arise from using a computer-based system.

You may help end-users develop their own systems using micros or fourth-generation programming languages.

You may be called upon to write computer programs that fulfill the requirements and specifications that were defined by a system analyst.
