Drawbacks of Open-Ended Questions

1. Asking questions that may result in too much irrelevant detail.

2.  Possibly losing control of the interview.

3. Allowing responses that may take too much time for the amount of useful information gained.

4. Potentially seeming that the interviewer is on a “fishing expedition” with no real objective for the interview.
