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Introduction

X-Profile is an ongoing analysis of the data trends at St. Francis Xavier University.  This edition reports on some of the data that are currently available. 

The purpose of X-Profile is to identify significant changes within the university community to permit an easier monitoring of trends.  The first section of this report includes data from graduate and alumni surveys, statistics from the registrar’s office, as well as the live birth rates found in the Vital Statistics Annual Reports of the Nova Scotia Government. 

The second section in the X-Profile outlines some of the significant annual university rankings by Maclean’s Magazine. The data represents the changes in our ranking from 1994 to 2002.  

Section three reports financial information that tracks key financial data for StFX from 1983 to 2003. This initial information was pulled together by Tom Langley, our esteemed former Vice-President Administration. An effort will be made to update this information annually.

Section four provides a brief introduction to the provincial funding formula, reports the enrolment counts upon which our grant is computed, and updates our counts for the 1999-2001 period. A table is provided showing the FCE counts for each discipline.
The data are stored in an SPSS file which will allow more detailed analyses to be done. Additional graphs and charts based on the data are now easy to produce. Additions to future editions will depend on suggestions received by users of the information

The formula is primarily driven by the Weighted Enrolment Grant (WEG). This grant is determined by the following elements:


•
a count of the Full Course Equivalents (FCEs); these are based on the three year moving average--in the present case the mean FCEs for 1994-95, 1995-96 and 1996-97; these have been audited across the province;


•
each discipline is assigned to a funding bin which has a differential cost weighting attached;


•
the FCEs for each discipline are multiplied by a weighting associated with each Bin to determine the Weighted Full Course Equivalents (WFCE); 


•
these (WFCEs) are then adjusted to take into account the tuition assumption in the formula; 

•
the adjusted WFCEs for each discipline are multiplied by a value (when fully implemented this value was to be $610.00) to determine the support for each student registered in one of the six credit courses in the discipline.

To show one discipline's outcome, examine the case of Adult Education (Masters). This program is in the Phi (A) bin and has an FCE count of 242.5; the weighted enrolment grant is calculated as follows:

Table 4.1 reports the FCE count (audited) for each discipline for the 1994-97 period.  The total FCE count was 18,197. The average FCE count in the period 1999-01 (unaudited) yielded a total of 19,208 and increase of  1,011.  Because disciplines are located in 12 different funding bins one cannot calculate entitlements by simple FCE counts. (Support varies from $610.00 in Arts subjects to $6,100 in Dentistry.) Each institution has a different proportion of its offerings in low versus highly weighted bins. StFX has a good mixture of enrolments in both low and highly weighted bins. When computations are made which take into account the different bins, we would gain an estimated $581,087 if we were being paid on the mean enrolments for the 1999-01 period. 

FCEs 1994-97.  This column shows the audited mean FCE count in each discipline for the three year period beginning September 1, 1994 through to August 31, 1997.

FCEs 1999-01. This column shows the unaudited mean FCE count in each discipline for the three year period beginning September 1, 1999 through to August 31, 2001.

Weighted Enrolment Grant 1994-97.  The 3 year mean FCE count is multiplied by a bin weight and this yields a weighted full course equivalent (WFCE). This value is multiplied by $610 to compute the formula entitlement earned by each discipline. 

Weighted Enrolment Grant 1999-01.  Same as above but using the updated enrolment FCE counts for the period 1999 to 2001.

Unfunded FCEs. This column represents the change in the FCE count between the two periods.

Additional funding is received from the Department of Health to support two expansions of the program (bringing the on campus intake to 100), and the joint program being run at UCCB (Department of Health support of Nursing programs at StFX amounted to $1,944,066 in 2001-02).  The second Nursing category (NURSd) refers to the Distance BSc Nursing program. This program attracts funding formula funds from the Education Department in the Alpha bin ($610 per FCE); on campus programs are funded in the Gamma bin ($1,525 per FCE).
3. The Aquatic Resources program commenced immediately after the FCEs were counted so they were not included in the funding formula. StFX will probably request Beta bin placement for the program ($1,220 per weighted FCE) but, for this exercise, AQUA will be placed in the Alpha2 bin ($915 per weighted FCE).
4. GRAD counts for the MSc program did not show up in the current data set and hence they are showing a negative growth.

The “Live Births” count records the number of live births in each area 18 years prior to the year indicated.  This “lag” is provided to give us an estimation of the number of 18 year olds that would be of university age in the year indicated.





The “participation” measure reflects the percent of the regional population that enrolled at StFX in the year indicated. 





Eastern Nova Scotia includes Pictou, Antigonish, and Guysborough counties; Cape Breton  includes the five counties of Cape Breton; Other Nova Scotia includes the remainder of the province not included above. 





Note that the table does not take into account migration patterns during the 18 year lag period.
