Creating an Assessment Plan
Thinking about the unit plan you are developing consider some of the following questions about assessment:
· Think about levels of questions. What might be some level 1, level 2 and level 3 questions you could use as assessment tools?

· What are the big ideas for your unit? How might you develop observation checklists for your unit? Which type of checklist do you prefer?

· Will you use performance rubrics for your unit? For which tasks might you use them and what type of rubric might work best?

· Communication is one of the five NCTM process standards for mathematics. One way to ensure students are communicating their mathematical thinking is to invite them to write about their mathematics. In what way might you incorporate writing as part of your assessment plan?

· Could you envision using a portfolio for your unit? How might you use the portfolio as an assessment tool?

· Will you use tests and quizzes as part of your assessment plan? What might a good test look like for your unit?
· What other types of assessment tools can you envision using?

· How will you use all the evidence you have gathered to evaluate each student’s progress?
