How much more?
For this activity students will use a spinner to determine a target number and a start number. The target number is the total they are trying to obtain. The start number indicates where they are now.  They need to determine how much more they will need to get to their target number. This activity can be done in a variety of ways. Some approaches are given below.

Number line on the floor:

Place a large number line on the floor that goes from 0 to 20. Make two spinners like those shown below. Students should spin the first spinner to determine their start number and the second spinner to determine their target number. Have students place a bean bag on the target number and stand on the start number. They must first guess how far it is to the target number and then check by walking it.
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Number line on the table:

Place a large number line on the students’ table that goes from 0 to 20. Make two spinners like those shown above. Students should spin the first spinner to determine their start number and the second spinner to determine their target number. Have students place a marker on the target number and another on the start number. They must first guess how far it is to the target number and then check by counting.
