Blood and Gore
Outcomes: 
Students will be expected to
· Describe the structure and function of the major organs of the respiratory system(303-5).

· Select and use told in building models of organs or body systems (205-2).
Materials:

· Measuring spoons

· White corn syrup
· Cup

· Water

· Toothpick

· Red food colouring

· Cornstarch

· Soy sauce

Engage: 

The mixture that you made looks a lot like blood. This recipe for fake blood is similar to the one used in television and in the movies.
Explore: 

1. Place 2 tablespoons (30 mls) of white corn syrup into the sup. 
2. Add 1 tablespoon of water to the cup. Stir the mixture with the toothpick.

3. Add 2 drops of red food coloring to the cup. Stir the mixture with the toothpick.
4. Add a pinch or cornstarch and several drops of soy sauce to the mixture. Again, stir the mixture with the toothpick until all of the substance is completely mixed. 
5. Place a small amount of mixture on the back of your hand. What does it look like?
Explain: 

Information on blood: Blood is over one-half plasma, which is the liquid part of blood that is mainly salt water. The remaining part of the blood is made up of different kinds of blood cells. About 45% of blood is red blood cells that carry oxygen to your body cells and take carbon dioxide away. Less than 1 % is white blood cells that help your body fight off infections and disease. The rest is made of platelets which help heal cuts and tears by helping blood to form scabs. 
Extend: 

Share with the students an example of how blood can be affected but things we consume. If we drink more water our blood will flow better. (That’s why they tell you to drink lots of water before you donate blood at a Blood Donor Clinic).

Alcohol is acts as a blood thinner by keeping the platelets in your blood from clotting (sticking together and stopping the blood from leaking out of a cut or tear in your skin).


Apply:

Have the students research this to find further information that they could share with the class.
