Scrambled Stories

Improve reading comprehension and learn how to use the word processor's move/block function.

1. Choose a story the class is currently reading

2. Type the story or part of it into the computer

3. Save it

4. Scramble the sentences

5. Save the scrambled version 

6. Have students load the scrambled version into their computer and have each one unscramble it. Take down the time it takes for each student to unscramble and how many sentences they have in the right order.

7. Alternatively you can divide the class into teams according to how many computers you have and use the final team score to declare the winner.
