Hyperstudio

A multimedia authoring tool for schools

Many schools have this software package, but in limited quantities because of the cost. The program is easy enough for elementary children to learn and can add much pleasure to the learning environment.

Children can create virtual scrapbooks (called stacks), using pictures, sound, music, web links, and video in this project to make it very exciting. The stacks are made up of cards (average around 10).  Stacks can be linked to other stacks so that the stacks can be portable on diskettes
